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EFN Policy Statement

Services Directive

The European Federation of Nurses Associations (EFN) gives the profession’s view on the Directive 2006/123/EC of the European Parliament and of the Council of 12 December 2006 on services in the internal market that will create a single market for services within the EU. 

EFN will lobby the Commission to secure:

· That receiving countries have the right to refuse nurses permission to work if they do not meet the national nurse requirements; 

· The right of the public sector to define standards of quality care should not be considered as a technical trade barrier;

· Sufficient regulation of the directive to ensure consumer protection, that it does not undermine social cohesion and supports the delivery of quality care;

· Work for development of a long term workforce in the health sector, which is in the interest of quality patient care;
· That the directive will not undermine the collective bargaining system and jeopardise the European Social Model.
